Treasurer’s report

Bank: $503.64
Shared Pathway account: $9688.85
The Treasurer noted that membership fees are due from July.
Correspondence

Marie reported on further correspondence from the Council advising the commencement of the pathway from the Surf Club path in Heath Street to Grant Street.  The path will be on the north side of Heath Street from Lyttle Street as the costs of moving electricity poles on the southern side was prohibitive.  Council are paying for this pathway.  
Marie lodged a grant application for $24,000 to the Department of Sport and Recreation for shared pathways as flagged in the minutes of February.  Lynn Bain has also lodged an application to Clubs NSW for $10,000 and an application for funding to Australian Ethical Investments for which there is no specified grant amount.
Community issues

Shared Pathways:  Council are seeking the views of residents about the change to the north side of Heath Street for the pathway route.  There was general support at the meeting for the change.  It would be better for Banksia residents since the community-funded extension from Grant St to the Village would be on that northern side of the street.  When Council is ready to do the planning for the community-funded pathway, it was proposed that we ask Council to lay the path rather than using volunteer labour and we provide the funds.  The community group at Moruya Heads now does this as Council is better equipped to negotiate with residents over concerns and also Council workers often provide a little extra.  Our current costings for contractors is matched by Council.  The meeting supported this approach.  Marie will check with Council about the minimum funding required to commence work on the community funded extension – BCA has $10,000 almost and there is also a grant of $5000 from APAC.  There was some discussion about further fundraising: the bike raffle is still underway and tickets have been sold at the Moruya markets and locally; a night at the next Batemans Bay Players performance could raise $1000 with BCA providing nibbles and drinks at the performance; a night at the Kinema Narooma could also raise funds - the theatre charge $9 per head for the night and BCA can charge a premium.  The Bay Players event was preferred as it would raise more money and was closer for our members.  These and other ideas, including activities with the new Eco Adventures group will be taken up by the Executive.  
Draft Recreational and Open Space Plan: Lindsay drew the meeting’s attention to the Council’s recreational facilities plan.  For Broulee, it includes removal of the old fire station and relocation of the tennis courts to Captain Oldrey Park.  Netball would move from Captain Oldrey Park to Gundarry Oval, Moruya.  BCA will prepare a submission to Council on the plan defending community use of the old fire shed and noting the community investment in time and funds to the netball and tennis facilities.  Members are urged to write to Councillors about the proposed changes.
Dunecare: Derek advised that Council will be involved in clearing the paths to the beach from McNee, Massey and Imlay Streets from Tuesday 8 June 8.30am to 3.30pm for several days.  The Dunecare group will join them on the Tuesday morning as the June activity.  Council is also sponsoring a day touring Landcare and similar activities around the shire on 4 June, 9.30am to 4pm, called  Bus to Biodiversity.  You need to ring Peter Gow at Council to book a seat on 4474 1329.  Dunecare volunteers have been clearing weeds at Bengello and also closing off the shortcuts made through the dunes at North Broulee during May.  
300 Mynah birds have been caught in the Shire and Courtney at Council has thanked the community through Peter and John for their work.  
Community events

Coastwatchers will meet on 5 June at 2pm at Blank Canvas in Batemans Bay.

Trivia Night – the Moruya pathways group is holding a trivia night on 29 May and Robyn suggested that BCA might get a table together for the night to show support– supported by the meeting.
Other business

Lindsay advised the meeting that he purchased the marquee for BCA at a cost of $230 – the marquee will be used at community events like Art on the Path.  A professionally made banner for BCA is still to be arranged.
Marie has been invited to speak to Banksia Village residents about the Association on 9 June.

Special Presentation

Belinda Wehner and Dave Bain from the Broulee Surf School spoke to the meeting about their expansion into Total Eco Adventures.  This takes over and expands the Fluid Adventures kayak business alongside the Surf School.  The new business offers kayaking in both river and ocean, bushwalks including spotlight night tours and bird-watching, snorkelling, etc.  School groups come for daily activities or for camps of 2 to 3 days.  Tourists are advised of the activities through promotional material provided to all tourist accommodation.  The meeting thanked Belinda for the support of the Surf School in providing insurance cover for the Sandcastle event and suggested that BCA members could join in the spotlight night tours, even as a fundraiser for the pathways fund.  
Next Meeting – the next meeting will be the AGM on Thursday 23 September.  Marie gave notice of a motion to raise annual BCA membership fees to $10 for the meeting.
