President’s report

The President moved a motion that membership fees be increased from $5 to $10 per annum, seconded by June Carter.  The motion was passed unanimously.





General Meeting then followed

Correspondence
Lyn Bain tabled two letters from Australian Ethical investment and Clubs NSW advising BCA was not successful in its applications for funds for the shared pathways.

Community issues
Shared Pathways: The meeting commented favourably on the new extension built with BCA funds but there is still a long way to go to reach Banksia Village.  There was some discussion about further fundraising: another bike raffle is ready to go; the Cabaret night is coming up; Lyn will investigate the eco-tours proposal made at the last meeting; plaques for the path will be investigated further by the executive; and John Hicks is negotiating with the Tomakin Recreation Club to give them rights over his aerial shots of the area for a donation of $1000 to the shared pathways.  Marie will check with Council about the plans for the extension of the pathway along Grant Street from Heath Street to McNee Street to be funded by Council.
Art on the Path: Council has given the OK for three Art on the Path events.  
The Sandcastle competition will be advertised through the Visitors’ Centre at Batemans Bay this year given its popularity.  Peter Louttit will contact the Centre with details closer to the event.  BCA will organise a BBQ for the day.
Mosaic: the planned mosaic for the toilet block, to be completed by the Women Boardriders is on track for a November start and June completion date.  
Dunecare: Lynn Bain will ring Peter Gow to ask for more plants and mulch for the sides of the new pathway from the Skate Park to Lyttle Street.  
320 Mynah birds have been caught in the Shire and 10 in Broulee.  Residents can get the traps from Peter Louttit and John Anderson but have to set them in their backyards and not on public land.  
Community events
Cabaret Saturday 16 October the Bay Players – Robyn advised that there are 28 tickets left that have to be returned if unsold by Thursday.  There will be a raffle on the night of German chocolates and German wine – Marie will get the prizes – and also for the new bike.  BCA will supply slices and food on the night, so we need to prepare quiches, jatz and slices for the interval eats.  

Other business
Andrew Bain is a community representative on the Council’s committee for long term strategic planning.  People are encouraged to fill in the community consultation forms at the library.  Robyn will try to have copies available at the Post Office.
