Minutes of the Broulee Community Association – 24 February 2011

Attendance and apologies – see attendance book – approx 30 attendees.

The minutes of the final meeting in November 2010 were circulated as an email to members.

Business arising:

· The Sandcastles was a great success on New Years Eve with a record 70+ entries.  The meeting extended thanks again to Richard for his organization and to those who also helped.

· The two Art on the Path celebrations in December and January were very successful, raising $1366 and $1522 respectively, which has been deposited in the Shared Pathway Account.

· Dunecare held the Bengello walk in January and last Sunday cleared weeds from the dunes at North Broulee.  

Treasurer’s report

· General Account - $1861

· Shared Pathway Account - $5308

· The Treasurer stressed the promotion of the pavers that will be cemented into the new pathway - $50 single, $75 double.  A letter box drop was suggested (volunteers needed to contact Robin at the PO) + a sign near the current pathway advertising them + an article in the Independent and the Moruya Voice Marie).

President’s report

· Met with Warren Sharpe to discuss the next extension of the pathway in Heath Street.  Agreed that we work towards raising $10,000 by the end of June and then get Council to do the next section in the new financial year.

· Lyn will apply for a grant from the Foundation for Regional Renewal with Banksia Village for up to $5,000.

· Marie proposed that we consider a name change to the Association to include the Mossy Point residents who no longer have a community association - the Broulee and Mossy Point Community Association.  Lyn will follow up with the Office of Fair Trading.

Guest speaker

Tracey from the Women Boardriders gave a visual presentation of the planned mosaic panels to cover the toilet block at North Broulee.  They obtained a grant of $2,500 with the Broulee Boardriders to undertake the work.  The mosaic panels are being prepared in working bees and will be fixed to the road-side and north-side walls.  There has been great community activity in the making of the mosaics and the use of facilities, eg the firing of the ceramics included in them provided by Carroll College.  Still need workers, especially men to foster our creative side.  Working bees scheduled for 12 and 20 March, 3 and 17 April, 1,8,15 and 22 May usually between 1-5pm. Tracey also invited members to think about general plans to beautify that area of entry to the beach.

Community activities

· A further Art on the Path is planned for the Sunday before Easter, 17 April - the raffle will include the pelican, health goods from Melanie White, Tim the Chiropractor, etc.  After Easter, another bike (a child’s bike) will be offered for raffle by Mark and Dana Rote of Moruya Cycles (again – very generous of them!).  It is planned to have four Art on the Path days next financial year.  

· Marie received an email about a proposed Broulee Island to beach swim early 2012.  A meeting will be held at the Surf Club on Sunday 13 March at 11.30am to discuss.  Marie called on a volunteer to attend.

· Clean up Australia Day on 6 March – agreed to have one meeting point, cnr of George Bass Drive and Grant Street for all volunteers.  Meet 9am end at 10.30am.

· Deb Pakis from the Moruya TAFE notified BCA of a new course starting called Cooking with a Conscience, re reducing our carbon footprint in cooking.

· Dunecare (Lyn) will organize a community walk around the development site at the back of Broulee.  There was discussion about urging Council to promote and regulate sustainable development of housing sites instead of the clear felling that happens now.  

· A fund-raiser is planned for the Bay Players on 15 or 16 July, the Lady in Black, dress-up is de rigeur says Eadie.

· Five mynah birds were captured recently in Broulee, a total of 10.

· Richard noted that he contacted Council about the number of surf schools and participants at North Broulee, restricting easy use by residents.  A draft policy will be issued shortly for public comment on the use of public land for commercial activities.
